Death Gratuity Payment
The President has recently signed into public law, House Resolution 3365, known as the Military Family Tax Relief Act of 2003.  The major provision of law is an increase of the Death Gratuity payment from a lump-sum of $6,000 to a lump-sum of $12,000.  In addition, the Death Gratuity payments are exempt from Federal Income Taxes.  The effective date of this provision is 11 September 2001.
Family Separation Allowance (FSA)

The Family Separation Allowance (FSA) increase from $100 to $250 has been extended through 30 September 2004.
The Thrift Savings Plan

The Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) is currently in open season through 31 December 2003.  Soldiers can enroll into TSP by sending the completed paper work to their local finance unit, enrolling online at http://www.tsp.gov/index.html, or enroll using their MyPay account.
TSP Catch-Up

TSP Contributions for members over fifty has been revised to take into account those members serving in a combat zone.  The revised guidance allows Officers whose basic pay exceeds the combat zone max to make catch-up contributions with the excess to the allowed $2,000 for 2003.  In order to be eligible to make catch-up contributions, the Officer must have a Basic Pay Election at the 8 percent level or will reach the $12,000 tax deferred limit by the end of the calendar year.  

Lost Leave

All soldiers who lost leave at the end of October 2003 and feel that it was an error must contact their S1 or their supporting finance detachment.  In addition, any soldier that lost leave and was in a combat zone prior to arriving to Korea should have finance screen their leave balance to ensure that the loss of leave was justifiable. 

Problems that affect Taxes

As we approach the end of 2003 tax season, any soldier that had pay problems which may have affected their taxes, such as Promotion or Pay Date changes, should make all efforts to work with finance in getting the issue resolved before end of the month December.   If the soldier does not, he/ she stands a chance that their 2004 taxes will be affected by any transactions processed after this time. 
DFAS-IN no longer issues a W2c for prior year’s taxes.  This could place the soldier into a higher tax bracket the following year since their income would increase due to change.
