PACIDN Changes

There have been some problems with soldiers receiving their LESs in their current unit.  The problem originates with the lack of pinpoint orders down to company level when a soldier inprocesses Finance at Camp Mobile.  For example a soldier is on orders to arrive at HHD, 177TH Finance Battalion, but once the soldier has arrived at the gaining unit, they are given pinpoint orders to A DET, 177TH Finance Battalion.  The soldier’s LES will be sent to HHD, 177TH  Finance Battalion until a PACIDIN change is made by the gaining unit. 

We need unit PACs to immediately submit a PACIDN Change Request Form to their servicing finance representative when a soldier arrives to their unit.  This will not only allow the soldier to receive his/her LES, but will also correct the Unit Commander’s Finance Report.

Electronic W2s
As of 15 September 2003, DFAS will implement a system within MyPay that will eliminate hard copies of the W2 from being printed and mailed for those service members who have MyPay accounts.  Service members with a MyPay account will only receive an electronic W2.  A button will be available on MyPay that will allow those members to receive a hard copy of the W2, but the default will be an electronic version.
Service members who currently do not have an account can obtain their MyPay Personal Identification Numbers (PINs) by using a new online feature called ePIN.  ePIN greatly simplifies the process of gaining access to MyPay. Personnel can visit the MyPay web site, http://myPay.dfas.mil and click on the “New PIN” button.  The system will verify the identity of the user through their Social Security Number.  The user can elect delivery of the PIN by email or regular mail.  Email delivery takes place within 48 hours. 
 MyPay allows the user to view, print and save Leave and Earning Statements (LES), view and print tax statements, change federal and state tax withholdings, update bank account information and start, change, or stop TSP election.
Puerto Rico – System Error

A system problem relating to service members claiming Puerto Rico (PR) as their residency has been identified.  A service member claiming Puerto Rico as their residency and is stationed outside the United States, Alaska, or Hawaii should have only PR State Income Tax Withholding (SITW) deducted from their payroll and should not have Federal Income Tax Withholding (FITW) deductions.  Currently, the PR SITW deductions are erroneously stopped and the service member is under taxed PR SITW.  
Affected service members have been identified, and at this time, no action by the service member is required.

177th Finance Battalion offers Finance Support Team missions for your unit

In order to better support the soldiers of the 2D Infantry Division, we will send a Finance Support Team (FST) out to all units in Area I.    We can provide Commanders at all levels with various services during their training exercises such as conducting a thorough scrub of the Unit Commander’s Finance Report(UCFR), process pay inquiries, disburse casual payments, and identify any systemic finance problems.
